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The Simon Newcomb Award is intended to encourage members of the Royal Astronomical 
Society of Canada to write on the topic of astronomy for the Society or the general public, and to 
recognize the best published works through an annual award. 
An eligible entry should be a recently published piece of writing with an astronomical theme. This 
could be one of: a book or a portion of a book; an article in the Journal of the RASC, a Centre 
newsletter, or another RASC publication; an article in a commercially published magazine; and 
so on. A series of articles or a history of exemplary writing would also be considered eligible. 
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
